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How To Paint a Portrait In Oil | Supply List

Please be sure to bring all supplies listed with you to class as we will not be
able to share supplies at this time. Contact Swinton’s if you would like them to
put together a supply kit. Students get 10% off.

Supply list:

 Stretched canvas or canvas panel.

(About 11x14” bigger or smaller. - Imprimatura the painting surface beforehand- this means covering
the canvas with an initial “stain” of paint. Rub raw umber (or similar) with oil over the surface until a
mid-tone is achieved. Let dry overnight.)

Oil Paints:
e Ivory black,
e Titanium white,
e Yellow Ochre,
e Earth red (English or Venetian)

Brushes- sizes #1, #5, #8, and #10 mixes of filbert, flats and rounds.
Will mostly use filberts and flat brights.

Palette

Linseed or walnut oil
Palette knife
